Dr Saad’s career started in 1978 as an electrical design engineer for Kuwait Pre-Fabricated Buildings Company.  After a stint at the Kuwait Institute for Applied Technology as an Instructor within the Production Department, Saad joined International Turnkey Systems (ITS), as a Project Engineer in 1983, dealing with pre and post-sales support for integrated information systems.

Saad’s career with ITS blossomed and in 1987 he took over the reins as General Manager of the company with responsibility for the overall general and business management.  Under Saad’s guidance, ITS grew from a revenue base of US$5M in 1987 to well over US$40M by the end of 1995.  This base rapidly grew to US$100M in 2000 to make ITS one of the leading integrated information systems companies in the Middle East.

Saad joined Mobile Telecommunications Company (Kuwait) in June 2002 as Director General.   Soon after, MTC entered into a ground breaking partnership agreement with Vodafone Group PLC resulting in the launch of the MTC-Vodafone brand.   By the end of 2002 MTC had acquired Fastlink of Jordan from ORASCOM, an acquisition widely considered to be the largest single acquisition within the Middle East telecoms sector.  In April 2003 MTC-Vodafone was awarded the second GSM licence in the Kingdom of Bahrain after very stiff competition.

These steps form part of the long-term vision Dr Saad has for the MTC company in the drive towards being an acknowledged, strong and resilient regional telecoms business and employer.

Saad Hamad Al-Barrak, born in September 1955 gained BSc (Electrical Engineering) in 1977 and MSc (Industrial and Systems Engineering) in 1982 from Ohio University.  In May 1990 Saad attended Harvard Business School for Programme Management Development (PMD).  Dr Saad completed his PhD in IS/IT management in 2001 at the University of London.
